This mini cycle will be repeated multiple times within the different subjects in a
unit. Inquiry is a skill that is embedded within this process when it benefits the
learner.

5. Exit Point

Helps learners synthesise subject learning and Personal and International learning.
Strengthens connections between earning and the wider world.
